83% of matches were completed (that’s 402 matches played out of a possible 483), which is
absolutely fantastic and probably testament to the good weather we were fortunate to have this
summer! Most of the unplayed matches were due to unforeseen team withdrawals or the odd
match called off due to affected Clubs not being unable to field a team.

Finally, a special well done to the following clubs, all of whom played over 20 different junior players
in their teams: Aughton, Formby Village, Hillside, Mawdesley and Ormskirk.
